Saudi Arabia is the world>s largest producer & exporter of total petroleum liquids and is
currently the worlds>s second largest crude oil producer behind Russia. Saudi Arabia is the
largest oil producer of the OPEC. With approximately one-fifth of the world’s proven oil
reserves and some of the lowest production costs, Saudi Arabia is expected to remain the
world’s largest net oil exporter in the near and long-term. The IMF reported that in 2006,
the last available data, oil export revenues accounted for around 90% of total Saudi export
earnings & state revenues and above 40% of the country’s gross domestic product (GDP).

Saudi Arabia>s hydrocarbon sector
operations are dominated by the state-
owned oil company, Saudi Aramco. Saudi
Aramco is the worldss largest oil company in
terms of proven or "booked» reserves and
production of hydrocarbons. Saudi
Aramco’s current operations encompass 1.5
million square kilometers, comprising 85
fields, 320 reservoirs and 25% of world oil
reserves. Current daily production capability
stands at 10 million barrels of crude oil and
9.6 billion cubic feet of gasl .. No. 1 oil
company in the world for the 14th straight
year. Saudi Aramco has the distinction of
having world>s largest oilfield, world»s
largest offshore oilfield, world>s 4th largest
Natural Gas Reserves, world>s 8th largestin
Refining capacity, owning & operating world
2nd largest tanker fleet] and has 23 active
fields right now out of a reservoir portfolio of
over 85 fields.
